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Guidelines for Making a Nomination for 2023

Criteria
- The nominee must have made a breakthrough in medicine and the life sciences, or a related field.
- The nominee must have made an outstanding contribution to basic and clinical medicine.

Selection
18 selection committee members and around 80 specialists from various fields within and outside Keio
University will select laureates through a rigorous review process.

Eligibility
- Nominees must be currently active in their field of research and be expected to make future

contributions to the field.
- The Keio Medical Science Prize is an international award.

Nomination
: Individual nominators may make one nomination only.
- There is no limit to the number of nominations that institutions or organizations may make, but
academic societies may make only a small number of nominations. In the case of making multiple
nominations, nominations are limited to one nominee per research theme.
